Product Design will teach you design and make skills which will
equip you for a career within a creative field. The course will
involve you in situations which will require you to utilise these
creative skills, be inventive and to succeed in problem solving.
You will cover all aspects of design from clarifying and researching
problems, generating and developing ideas through hand drawn
and computer based rendering, communicating ideas, planning
and evaluation.

During Year 12, projects are responses to given briefs, this will
include the full design process from initial idea to prototype.

Recently, students have produced some wonderful responses to
briefs, focusing on Sustainability and Global considerations to 20th
Century Design styles. Students are able to take these starting
points and develop ideas based upon personal interests.

Year 13 students are able to write their own design brief which will
identify a problem or need and they will respond by producing a
product of their own choice. Throughout the AS and A2 course,
students will have the opportunity to keep developing their ICT and
workshop skills.
