Music Technology in Education 

My study had made investigation from mixed-methods revealing opinions and viewpoints of how music technology experiences for certain young people are of benefit and motivational towards their education, particular in music learning which had for some provided different approaches and encouraged extended interest in music learning. Questionnaires, interviews and a focus group were administered in order to cover a range of circumstances with the key focus on if music technology is or has been motivational towards learning. There was found to be clear indicators to why schools were having difficulties in not being able to provide music technology so widely. The study had not concluded to any firm conclusions but had instead identified where it could go as a next step for further investigation.

The research in this study was highly relevant to my practise and had shown quite evidently that using music technology more widely in schools being after school, in lunch periods or in music lessons can create a genuine interest and excitement, which is positive and as a result has made contribution to raising motivational levels. The research had also shown that these motivation levels can be channelled within schools to reinforce better engagement in the learning process. 

Pupils have been able to be creative, have fun and enjoy their experiences with music technology by learning new technology and software. These experiences have enhanced musical abilities in some pupils who are usually considered non musical and have themselves thought that they could not be musical. For some pupils having music technology experiences in music classes can help to provide a different approach towards their music learning. The study had found that motivational levels in learning could be hindered by schools that are not providing opportunities for certain pupils who might need alternative and more current choices in learning music which they can relate to. 

Further investigation by making extensive research into how and why schools should be building on providing a more wider and diverse range of opportunities in music education with the inclusion of all children despite any considered disadvantages such as their cultural, class and social backgrounds would be appropriate in following this study, the study has shown a need for development in these areas. The implementation of a wider range of schemes and courses can give accreditation for children to gain recognition in their chosen aspect of music education. 
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
